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SUMMARY OF RESEARCH IN ENGLISH

The research dealt with "Yemeni tribes in Iraq, Sha'm and Egypt
since the emergence of Islam until the end of Al-Khulafa Al-Rashedeen
period”.

The research was divided into an introduction, three parts,
conclusions, group of appendixes (Supplements) and list of sources and
references.

The Introduction pointed to the importance of the subject of the
research along with its fundamental historical sources. Likewise, the
research focused, firstly, how Yemeni people entered into Islam and
their role in the convert (Riddah) move on the year 11 H. /632G besides
the call of Yemeni people to participate in the conquest (Fatth) and Jihad
and their role in Jihad.

The First Part entitled " The role played by Yemeni tribes which
inhabited Iraq, Sha'm and Egypt in the important incidents in Arab
countries" was divided into three chapters: The first chapter "the role of
Yemeni tribes in

the major turmoil after Othman Bin Afan period. The Second Chapter"
the role played by Yemeni tribes in the conflict between Ali Bin Abi
Talib and Muauiah Bin Abi Sufian. The third chapter "the role of Yemeni
tribes in the conflict between Ali Bin Abi Talib and outlaws 'Al-
Khawary™. Each of the three chapters dealth with the role of Yemeni
tribes in these fundamental events which affected the Islamic State. It
also highlighted the Yemeni tribes - Supporting or opposing both parties ‘
of dispute between Khalifa Othman Bin Afan and Al-Amsar people
which led to the assassination and homicide of Khalifa Othman Bin Afan ‘
in his home at Holy Madinah in the year 35 H./655 G. Secondly, it
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elaborated on the dispute between Ali and Muauiah who claimed the
blood of the assassinated Khalifa which resulted in battles with Sha'm
people at Safeen battle in the year 36H/656G. Thirdly, it elaborated on
the opposing Iraqis soldiers who refused the arbitration and those who
opposed arbitration between Ali and Muauiah who were known as
outlaws 'Al-Khwarij' in the year 38 H./ 658G, wherein we highlighted the
leaders of such out-laws, in opposition, from Yemeni tribes and who
fought them from yemeni themselves with the fourth Khalifa, Ali Bin Abi
Talib.

The Second Chapter entitled. "Settlement of Yemeni tribes in the
invaded countries”, was also divided into three chapters. The first chapter
- Yemeni tribes got mixed with the occupied countries people. The
second chapter - Tribalism and its effect on the course of general life in
such countries. The third chapter - Yemeni people got preoccupied with

agriculture, industry and trade.

The research, in the first chapter, dealt with to what extent and how
the conquering Yemeni tribes got mixed with the poeple of invaded
countries and the outcome of such mix. The research, in the second
chapter, revealed the existence of tribalism in such early period between
Qahtani Yemeni people and Al-Mudharyeen or Adnanyeen which
represented the seed for subsequent severe tribalism especially during
Amawi period (41-132H/661G --749G.)] Also, the research highlighted
agriculture, industry and trade in invaded countries and to what extent the
Yemeni people, with ancient civilizations, contributed in this field.
Despite of the insufficient scientific material in this chapter, we cannot
feel the role of Yemeni tribes which participated in these three

professions.
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The Third Part entitled "Yemeni tribes and the scientific move
in Irag, Sha'm and Egypt, was divided into three chapters clear "“The role
of Yemeni tribes in the scientific move in Iraq, Sha'm and Egypt and The
famous Yemeni experts who were known as outstanding in such

countries.

They highlighted the mental and transferable science which
emerged and appeared during such period in the three Islamic countries
and to what extent the people of Yemeni tribes contributed in such active
scientific move which concentrated on religious topics in particular
whereas we allocated the famous Yemeni experts who were known as
outstanding in each of such subjects in each of the three I[slamic
countries; Iraq, Sha'm and Egypt due to the fact that there had been major
Yemeni teachers who played significant role in teaching the following

generations through their students all over the Islamic state.

Finally, the conclusion which contained the fundamental outcome
of the research. Worth to say the research was annexed with a number of
important appendixes related to the subject of the research and a list of

sources of references.
